The Feast day of the Body and Blood of Christ.  
  

St. Luke opens to us another mystery of Jesus in the Gospel text. Among other teachings, St. Luke 

informs us that Jesus "é took the five loaves and the two fish, raised his eyes to heaven, and said 

the blessing over them."  A lesson for us is that if we, like Jesus, gaze into the heavens at the 

beautiful and holy face of our Father and bless natural gifts, then they spring up in abundance for 

the nurturance of those we care for.  
 

Another deeper mystery is the reference to the Eucharist that is hidden in Luke but becomes alive 

in the Good News as proclaimed by St. John in his sixth chapter. In this chapter he was over on 

the other side of the Sea of Galilee and reproduced fish and bread for a hungry group of disciples 

and listeners.  It was the next day, in the synagogue at Capernaum, that Jesus revealed the mys-

tery of the Eucharist. It is in this chapter that Jesus gives seven promises to those of us who eat of 

his flesh and drink of his blood.  These promises become true or real in our lives only if we believe 

in them and recognize that Jesus is present in the form of bread and wine that is outlined by St. 

Paul in I Corinthians 11:27-28.  But what kind of faith is called for when we partake of Holy Com-

munion?  It is the kind of faith that The Book of Hebrews announces: "Only faith can guarantee the 

blessing that we hope for, or prove the existence of realities that are unseen." (Hebrews 11:1).   

Thus the following promises from John 6: 33-58 will become real in our lives if we have this kind of 

faith.    
 The bread which comes down from heaven gives life to the world. 

We are given eternal life. 
We shall be raised up on the last day. 
We will live in Jesus and He in us. 
We will draw life from Jesus. 
We will live forever. 
We will not die (spiritually).
