Jesus Dwelling in Us  

 ñO God let all the nations praise you.  Alleluia!ò  (Ps. 67:4)  We are called to praise God always and to pray 
always; in good and bad times.  We know Jesus dwells within us.  Donôt we?  Sometimes songs help us to 
believe. For me it is ñWe are Oneò. 
 

ñWhoever loves me will keep my word, and my Father will love him, and we will come to him and make our 
dwelling with him.ò (Jn. 14:23)  The way Jesus remains in us is through the Holy Spirit.  Our bodies are tem-
ples which hold the Trinity.  Our challenge is to keep the temple clean. 
 

However, clean up is not always easy or permanent.  The challenges we face each day test our ability to 
keep his word and imitate the ways of Jesus.  We are to be like Jesus to others and when some people come 
in our path, we seem to forget the words Jesus would say or how he would act.  People afflict us with their 
less than perfect personalities and unloving behaviors, and we fumble around in uncertainty and sinful reac-
tions.  
  

There is no list in scripture that spells out clearly how to follow Christ in each and every circumstance.  But 
we do have the Word and following it to the best of our ability and continuing to try again is the best plan. 
Prayer is also a great help, in fact the only way.   I have a sticker in my bible which says, ñSaints are the sin-
ners that keep on trying.ò  We constantly have to try again. 
 

Jesus knew we might have a little trouble and so he gave us an ADVOCATE, the Holy Spirit.  The Holy Spirit 
is here to remind us of Jesus and his holy ways every time we face another challenging situation, from the 
moment we wake up in the morning till the moment we're sleeping again.  Picture Mary, the women, apostles 
and disciples gathered in prayer for the outpouring of the Holy Spirit as a reminder of  the importance of pray-
ing. I think it is a good idea to plug Jesus into our electronics and give us a reminder beep to call on the 
Spirit.  Just that gentle nudge to pray for the advocacy promised by Jesus. 
 

Jesus continues to be present after his ascension but in a new way.  Now he is present in the Church.  To 
help the Church continue his mission he pours out his gifts on individuals in the Church. That is you and me.  
Let us pray that the Church will become what Jesus calls it to be; that working together all may come to find 
Jesus.
