Do You Love Me?  
 

éJesus said to Simon Peter, ñSimon, son of John, do you love me more than these?ò He said 

to him,  ñYes, Lord you know that I love you.ò Jesus said to him, ñFeed my lambsò.  A second 

time he said to him, ñSimon son of John, do you love me?ò He said to him ñYes, Lord, you 

know that I love youò. Jesus said to him, ñTend my sheepò. He said to him the third time, 

ñSimon son of John, do you love me?ò Peter felt hurt because he said to him the third time, ñdo 

you love me?ò And he said to him, ñLord, you know everything; you know that I love 

you.ò  (John 21:15-17) 

 

Peterôs heart is surely still wounded after denying Christ as Jesus predicted. In this dialog, Je-

sus speaks to Peter with great love and without reproach. He is conveying some very impor-

tant messages to Peter.  First of all, there is no blame, only deep love. Jesus seeks to heal 

Peterôs heart.  Second, he communicates his trust to Peter.  At first, Peter may not compre-

hend that the Lord, in his great love, entrusts so much to him.  How could he after his denial? 

For this reason, Jesus needs to repeat himself three times.  He is telling Peter, your human 

weakness will never stand in the way of my love or my trust or my forgiveness.  He tells Peter, 

there is much to which you are called. It is not a simple, one-time ñyesò, it is a lifetime of re-

peated ñyesesò Peter is called to and to which we are all called to. 

 

When Jesus says ñfeed my Lambsò and ñfeed my sheepò, he is entrusting to us a commitment 

to prayer, to witness to a Christian life, and to care for those he entrusts to us.  Let us all re-

member to truly entrust our lives to Christ, to say, ñyesò to our Lord, today and each day.
