Such a claim by Jesus can mean only one of two things: either this man Jesus of Nazareth is a lunatic or he
is exactly who he claims himself to be i God Incarnate. As such, none of the words spoken by our Lord
throughout the course of his three-year ministry give any evidence to support the theory of Him being a mad-
man. Rather, his teachings, which served to illumine the minds of his early followers, continue to shine re-
splendently before humankind thousands of years following his ignominious death followed by his glorious
resurrection.

In the Catechism of the Catholic Church it statesf i N

right to invite someone whom we recognize as perhaps experiencing a call from God to take some time and
discern with the authorities of the Church if this is so.

Let us take some time therefore, in prayer, and ask the Lord of the harvest to open our hearts and our eyes
so that we may be able to recognize those among us whom he is calling to labor in his field. Who knows,
perhaps the call to the priesthood or the religious life is one that has been set aside from the very foundations
f the world for someone close to you, someone within the confines of your own home.
