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The Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity

When we try to explain the Holy Trinity it is easy to be at a loss for words. St. Augustine
pondered the Trinity a little too long one day and it was revealed to him that it is beyond hu-
man comprehension. A mystery, not so much to be solved, but an ocean in which to swim.

This is one of the few feasts that celebrates a reality and doctrine rather than an event or
person. The Blessed Trinity is the fundamental dogma on which everything in Christianity is
based. There is one God, and in this one God there are three Divine Persons; the Father is
God, the Son is God, and the Holy Spirit is God. Yet, there are not three Gods, but one, eter-
nal, incomprehensible God! All three persons contributed to and share in the work of re-
demption. This feast which falls on the first Sunday after Pentecost, should make us mindful
that every Sunday is devoted to the honour of the most Holy Trinity, every Sunday is sancti-
fied and consecrated to the Triune God.

Perhaps, it would further benefit us if we move beyond trying to define the Trinity, and in-
stead strive to grasp the essence of what the Holy Trinity models for us. Though it will take
an eternity to unfold, some of the more poignant characteristics we can ponder are that of
charity, unity, community, and sacrifice. What is it that we can learn from the Blessed Trin-
ity? How is this awareness meant to affect our existence here on earth?
